NSS Launch, Blood Donation Camp, Freshmen’s Day Mark VSU’s First Year Completion 
Marking the completion of one year in office, Prof. C.R. Visweswara Rao, Vice-Chancellor, Vikrama Simhapuri University, formally inaugurated the first units of NSS on 4th August 2009 at a function organized in the Seminar Hall of the University Campus in the V.R.College premises. The Vice-Chancellor said that the UGC’s emphasis on comprehensive education involving the stirring of the social conscience of the students is sought to be realized through the launching of the NSS activities. A Blood Donation camp, organized in association with Red Cross, was held in the campus at 3.00 PM on the occasion and forty men and ten women student volunteers from I and II Year courses of the University participated enthusiastically in the Camp and thus reached out to a vital societal need.

At a function organized on the occasion of the completion of one year in office, Prof. V. Narayana Reddy, Registrar, who presided over the function, observed that the University is committed to fulfilling the Hon’ble Chief Minister’s dream that higher education, imbued with quality, should become an instrument of social transformation. Sri M. Ravindra Babu, Media Coordinator, earlier welcomed the gathering and traced the history of the growth of the University from its genesis to show how the academic thrust of the institution is maintained all through with unwavering commitment. 
The Vice-Chancellor, in his address, outlined the projects envisaged in the future and MoUs in the making in the realization of the dream of industry-academia collaboration for providing education linked to national productivity.
